The ACT and/or SAT can be taken again in the fall if the students
believe they can improve their scores

0 Juniors should practice with a free, full-length sample test and
various websites provided by the Guidance Department

0 Afree ACT will be administered to juniors on Sunday, January 29 from 1 p.m.to 5 p.m.
Students must register for this opportunity at www.theactbootcamp.com. The test
results will be returned at a parent-student meeting on Wednesday, February 1.
